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Preface

The NCF - 2005 recommends reductions of curriculum load, making education
relevant and meaningful related to the life of children. The curriculum framework suggest
that children’s experiences and voices be given space in textbooks. In order to address these
components.

NCF-2005 has mentioned the following guiding Principles:

Connecting Knowledge to life outside the school.

Ensuring that learning is shifted away from rote methods,

Enriching the curriculum to provide for overall development of children rather than
remain text book centric,

Making examinations more flexible and integrated into classroom life and,
Nurturing an over-riding identity informed by caring concerns within the democratic
polity of the country.

Based on the recommendations of NCF 2005, NCERT developed syllabi and
textbooks in all curricular areas for all stages of school education. The states also
revised their textbooks in the light of NCF 2005. The present proposal is to assess the
state textbooks with reference to NCF 2005. After a discussion that keeping in view
the focus of the NCF-2005, the criteria for assessment of textbooks could be as
follows:

experts. Twenty books are used by the students for class Ist to Vth. The subject covers Hindi,
English, Sanskrit, Mathematics, EV S and science components. The details of Books are given

The above books were reviewed and the content analysis of these books was done during a
workshop held from 30" November to 3" December 2015. Subject wise report is furnished
below:




Workshop on Textbook Analysis& Curricular material

A consolidated report on the Analysis of Textbooks of English of the
Rainbow series prescribed in the schools of U.P.
The prescribed textbooks have been analyzed with the help of the tools prepared
by the NCERT along with some other relevant criterion. The following general
points were noted.

. Selection of Content

Themes in textbook lessons have been selected keeping in view the national
concerns, instructional objectives of the subject and inculcation of human values.
They conform to the prescribed syllabus and are relevant to pupil needs.

It was felt that the content could have been made slightly more enriched in
textbooks prescribed for classes Il & IV by laying greater emphasis on
elementary grammatical structures.

The comic included in class IV textbook in the name of picture story can be
dropped. Such things can be read as supplementary material.

. Organization and Presentation of Content

The content has been organized around pupils’ experiences, observations
and experiments involving friends, family, home, school, garden flowers and
common animals. The approach followed is child centred. ‘Let’s Talk’, ‘Let’s
Discuss’, ‘Let’s Sing’, ‘Let’s Share’ items keep students active and alert.

The content has been presented without any gender bias giving equal
importance to both the stress language materia is properly selected and grading
keeping in view students’ age and maturity level. Length of the lessons is almost
uniform sufficient hints have been given to the teachers for the presentation of the
text in the syllabus and during the lessons.

. Hlustrations

[llustrations used are more than adequate in the textbooks. They really help in
illustrating the meaning and making the understanding easier. The illustrations are
coloured land have tremendous variety. Some minor problems are these with the
illustrations and these have been pointed out in the analysis of individual
textbooks.

The total space provided to the illustrations can be slightly reduced and be used
for the enrichment of language structures.

. Exercises

The exercises given at the end of the lessons are adequate and have variety.
Different forms of exercises like true-false, matching type, jumbled up words, fill-
ins, puzzles and short answer type are used. Most of the exercises are relevant and
cover the instructional objectives.

Sometimes, the appropriateness in exercises is lost. For example, the
exercise framed under “‘Let’s do’ on page 8 of class IV book asks students simply
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to write the names of their friends while the lesson deals with knowing one
another and uses WH questions.

It is suggested that the initial word in jumbled up words should not be
disturbed at earlier stages.

. Language

The language used is standard and universally accepted. The vocabulary used
is graded and controlled. The help of pictures is rightly taken to convey the
meaning of words and structures. The words, phrases and structures are within the
comprehension of students.

The mistakes and inaccuracies found in the text are mentioned in the analysis
of individual textbooks.

It is suggested that whole giving the Hindi equivalents of vocabulary items,
English synonyms for those items may also be given to provide greater exposure
to the target language.

. Physical Aspects of the Textbook

The textbook in question conform to the prescribed size and page-limit.
Margins are as per norms. Spaces between pictures and other language material
seem to b allotted liberally. They can be slightly reduced to accommodate more
useful structural material and to give the books a compact look. The font of letters
and spaces between letters, words and lines suit the level of children.

The quality of the paper used is poor, though its thickness is satisfactory.
the paper lacks smoothness and whiteness and it does not bend itself easily to clear
printing. The roughness of paper is also responsible for the poor quality of pictures
to a great extent. The ink used could also be slightly darker. The binding is also
poor as the books are simply stapled.

Better quality of paper, ink and binding along with precise designing of
pictures would have contributed greatly to better get up of the textbooks.

. NCF 2005 and Textbooks

Linkages with the life outside school have been established by making
judicious selection of themes. These linkages could have been strengthened by
designing some additional exerci8ses and projects. The approach followed is child
oriented and activity based. The principle of learning by doing has been followed.
The shift away from the roots methods in clearly visible. The textbooks are
conducive to the overall development of children.
